Police said they were

and the bus driver.,

“1 was scared to death,'’ said
Jim Sturdy, the driver who was
ordered to take the hus onto a
side roud.

One of the gunmen ordered
Sturdy and the passengers to
kneel in the back of the bus
with their hands cllasped in
front of them and stay there for
five minutes.

The gunmen then disap-
peared into the citrus grove.

The holdup was least trau-
matie for Lennie Cagno of Val-
ley Stream, N.Y., who had his
wallet stolen the day before. All
he lost to the hijackers was his
watch, a 335 bill and a blank
check.

WASHINGTON ~ (AP) — Two
of the most intensive investiga-
tions conducted by the Federal
Bureau of Investigation in recent

years of the ongoing John F. Ken-

nedy assassination case have been
of the F.B.1.

Angry note to Seattle

WASHINGTON =- (AP) — Federal Bureau of Investigation
agents in Seattle were among those who learned the iate J.
Edgar Hoover would not tolerate misspetlings and bad grammar,

Files released by the F.B.I. on the John F. Kennedy assassi-
nation show Hoover wrote the Seattle office:

“The letterhead memorandum has numerous errors which
include the following: misspellings, poor grammar, improper or
lack of puncluation, lack of dates, failure (o attribute information
reported to appropriate sources, opintions and ambiguous state-
menis which do not adhere to bureau standards of reporting.

*“The bureau has no intention of pointing out individual er-
rors, However, a thorough review of this communication will
readily reveal these points.”

Hoover demanded that the communication be rewritten,

IF.B.[. made public an interim re-
port of its findings instead of wait-
g for its conclusions.

The note Oswald left at Dallas
F.B.1. headquarters was for a spe-
cial agent, James P. Hosty, who
had twice questioned Oswald’s
Russian-born wife as to his wher-
eabouts. Hosty was out of the of-
fice. A secretary saw the message
because the envelope was opeén
and said Oswald had told Hosty to
leave his wife alone or he weuld
blow up the F.B.1. bureau,

Two hours after Oswald was
morlally wounded by Jack Ruby,
Hosty said, he was ordered to de-
stroy the note by Gordon Shankiin,
head of the Dallas F.B.]l. office.
He said he flushed it down a toilet.

But a report that the note had
been destroyed did not reach Di-
rector Clarence Kelley until July,
1975, when the bureau was tipped

by a Dallas publisher.

The other disputed communica- -
tion was vouched for by William S.
Walter, a former F.B.I. teletype
operator, who met a Warren Com-
mission critic, Mark Lane, in 1967
and said shortly thereafter that he
had received the message from
Washington in  mid-November,
1963, alerting bureaus of a possible
attempt on Kennedy’s life.

The F.B.1. determined the lan-
guage of the message was not In
F.B.I. jargon prevailing at the
time; that no record existed in:
Washington of such a message;
that no telet operators  in
Washington. recalled sending it;

recalled him talking about the
message, and that no other F.B.L
bureaus recalled receiving such a
communication. ;

Since most riders refer to bus routes
by number rather than name. there'll be no
more route names—only numbers. Signs on
buses will show the route number and destin-
ation, olus any special routing information
needed, such as“"EXPRESS or"Via Third Ave-
nue.

Some routes {16 in all) will have all-
new numbers—difierent from those they have
now.

Buses will use the same number in
both directions along the route. instead of
ysing a different number when going toward
town than when going away from town. as
many do now There'll be only one number
per route [no more four No. 7's for example).
And only the word "EXPRESS” will be used
to indicate fast. limited-stop service. The
viords “Flyer” and 'Biue Streak” will be
dropped.
